Chin National Front and State Peace and Development Council to Hold First Ever Peace
Talks

Guided by a desire for peace, Chin Christian religious leaders started an initiative in 1994
to broker peace talks between the Chin National Front and State Peace and
Development Council (Previously State Law and Order Restoration Council). A Peace and
Tranquility Committee Of Chin was thus established on 23rd July 1996 to advance the
initiative. Through the effort of the Peace and Tranquility Committee, the Chin National
Front and State Peace and Development Council are now set to meet in Chin State
somewhere for peace talks on 15" March 2007. The CNF appreciates the Peace
Committee for its effort.

The first ever talks between the two parties, the CNF peace delegation will consist of 10
representatives and will be headed by Dr. Sui Khar (Joint General Secretary of CNF) as
team leader and Paul Smith (Executive Committee member of CNF) as second in charge
of the delegation.
